     I am very excited to announce that as of May 1st 
the Sarni Center will be under the direct operation 
of the tennis center.  What this means to our mem-
bership is you can now play tennis at the Sarni Tennis 
Center.  The Sarni Center will be open daily from 
9:00 am to 5:00 pm as well as being open select eve-
nings for night play.  We will also be using the Sarni 
Center for programs and special events.

     In the past, there were no reduced indoor court 
fees for use of the indoor courts during the summer 
months.
