Proposed Acquisition of Property owned by H.O. Smith & Sons, Inc. and the Smith
Partnership, University Park, Centre County, Pennsylvania

The University has the opportunity to acquire property adjoining the University Park campus, along
North Atherton Street, from the Smith Partnership and through the acquisition of H. O. Smith &
Sons, Inc. The Principals of both the Smith Partnership and H. O. Smith & Sons, Inc. are Charles
H., James B., and Thomas L. Smith, or entities controlled by them. Strategically, the acquisition
provides the University with expansion opportunities and eliminates the possibility of adverse
ownership.

The property, which is currently developed and actively leased, is comprised of approximately 1.46
acres with structures totaling 36,150 square feet. Further, the property is comprised of five separate
parcels, four of which adjoin, with the fifth parcel separated by Railroad Avenue. Three of the
parcels, located at 120, 124 and 128 North Atherton Street, are owned by the Smith Partnership.
The remaining two parcels, located at 134-140 and 146 North Atherton Street, and 445-459
Railroad Avenue, are owned by H. O. Smith & Sons, Inc.

The Principals have offered to the University the parcels owned by the Smith Partnership for
$1,005,000 as a bargain sale. These parcels total approximately .61 acres with buildings containing
13,600 square feet.

The Principals have offered to the University the property owned by H.O. Smith & Sons, Inc.
through the purchase of all outstanding common stock of the corporation for $1,884,000. A detailed
review of the corporation has shown the only material assets of the corporation are its real estate
holdings at 134-140 and 146 North Atherton Street, and 445-459 Railroad Avenue. These holdings
total approximately .85 acres with buildings totaling 22,550 square feet.

It is proposed the University acquire the Smith Partnership property for $1,005,000, as offered.
Further, it is proposed the University acquire the H. O. Smith & Sons, Inc. property by purchasing
all outstanding common stock of the corporation for $1,884,000, as offered, liquidating H. O. Smith
& Sons, Inc. and transferring the corporation's real estate holdings to the University.

Will the Committee on Finance and Physical Plant recommend to the Board of Trustees adoption
of the following resolutions:

WHEREAS, itis desirable for the University to acquire property adjoining the
University Park campus, along North Atherton Street, from the Smith Partnership
and through the acquisition of H. O. Smith & Sons, Inc. comprised of approximately
1.46 acres with structures totaling 36,150 square feet;

Proposed Sale of Keystone Financial, Inc. Property, Cumberland County, Pennsylvania

In December of 1998, The Dickinson School of Law of The Pennsylvania State University
purchased 310 Allen Road, Carlisle, Cumberland County from Keystone Financial, Inc. The
10.885-acre property, used to date for administrative and warehouse storage, includes an 18,980
GSF office facility, 10,000 GSF warehouse facility and parking amenities. The Dickinson School
of Law Corporation, now merged into The Pennsylvania State University, no longer has need for
these facilities with the expansion of the planned law school facilities.

The University has received a purchase offer from Cumberland County in the amount of
$2,400,000. Terms of the sale include the University leasing the warehouse at market rates for an
interim period during completion of the law school facilities.

Will the Committee on Finance and Physical Plant recommend to the Board of Trustees adoption
of the following resolutions:

RESOLVED, That the Board of Trustees approves the sale of the
10.885-acre property located at 310 Allen Road, Carlisle, Cumberland County,
Pennsylvania, to Cumberland County in the amount of $2,400,000.

Proposed Sale of Snyder Property, Cumberland County, Pennsylvania

In January of 2006, a .73 acre undeveloped residential property was donated to the University in
The Peninsula development, Silver Spring Township, Cumberland County, Pennsylvania, by
Joseph D. Snyder. Terms of the gift do not obligate the University to retain this property and the
University has no specific use for the property.

The University listed the property for sale in June of 2006, and has since received a purchase offer
from C & S Residential Builders, Inc. in the amount of $99,000. At the request of the donor of the
gift, net sale proceeds are designated to fund the Joseph D. Snyder Family Athletics Scholarship.

The University intends to build a facility at the Wilkes-Barre Campus to house a new library, modern
classrooms, lounge area, small café serving area, an art gallery, and a lecture hall. The building,
located near the Hayfield House, will serve as a new hub of student life that will unite the campus.
